U Best Bitter Evan Evans 4.0% A rich, malty session bitter with a fruit aroma. Brewed with winter barley malt, Fuggles and Goldings hops.
Sugarloaf  TudorBrewery  4.7% You can’t miss the outline of the Sugarloaf Mountain and you shouldn’t miss this bitter either. A medium-dry bitter,
U full of colour and flavour suited to all tastes.

NON - ALCOHOLIC ALES:
New World Drop Bear 0.5% Inspired by new world hop varieties from the Southern Hemisphere, a punchy IPL (India Pale Lager). Notes of honey,
Lager Brewery biscuit, and toasted malts balance strong hop notes of lemon, lime, and candied mandarin.

Bonfire Drop Bear 0.5% Inspired by the traditional Irish stout, this dark beer provides a dry yet refreshing and lightly hopped finish. Notes of
Stout Brewery roasted coffee balance flavours of dark chocolate and caramel. (GF) (V)
